Where should you put them?
Smoke alarms need to be put in specific places, including:
e In every room used for sleeping purposes
e Inthe corridor or area giving access to each sleeping area
e On every level of the home including basements }
CO or carbon monoxide alarms will alert you if invisible and potentially
lethal gas is in your home. This could occur if the heater isn’t working
right, or after an earthquake. Purchase an inexpensive CO alarm and:
e Install per manufacture’s instructions on the wall in the hall outside
your sleeping areas
